Your pager receives pages only when it is tumed on.

Pleasing Alerts: Your pager can alert you of naw
messages with one of seven pleasing musical
sounds.

Message Protect: Up to ten messages can bé pro-
lected so thay are nol erased.

Aulomatic Resel: Pager alerts avlomatically stop,
even if you do nol press any of the pager's buttons.
Reminder Chirp: The pager chirps or vibrates every
two minutes untl you read all unread messages, un-
less the pager is set to No Alert.

Low-Battery Indicator: When the battery level is
lews, thd low-battery symbol @ is displayed in the up-
per portion of the screen and the pager gives a two-
sacond aterl. Replace the battery within five days ar-
ter the first appearance of the low-battery symbaol,
Timestamp: The time of day a message was re-
caived is displayed on the last screen of the mes-

Message Erase: Messages which are no longer
neaded, can be erased to free up space for new
massages. Messages can be erased individually, or
all read unprotected (wnlocked) messages can be
arased al once.

Duplicate Message Indicator: |f a message is re-
ceived that is exaclly the same as a message al-
ready in memory, @ is displayed in the upper portion
of the screen while reading the message. The origi-
nal message is updated with the timastamp of the
Newest message,
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Out of Range: With this option enabled, ¥ is dis-
played in the upper portion of the screen when your
pager i located outside of your paging coverage ar-
aa.

Memory Capacity: The pager can sione up to twenty
20-character messages, or a total of 400 characiers,
Memory Retention: All messages remain in memaory
even when the pager is tumed off, Note: Messages
are not retained when changing the battery, howey-
er, the pager aler setlings are retained,

Backlight: In low-light conditions, the pager's back-
light makes the screen easy to read.

Personal Alarm: The personal alarm can be sel to
abert you of a carlain time, and operates even when
the pager is tumed off.

® While pressing on the batlery door, slide the door
until the ribs on the battery door and the ribs on
the back cover are aligned. Lift the battery door 1o
fres it from the housing.

@ Align the new batlery so the positive (+) and nega-
tiver (=) markings match the direction of the polarity
diagrarm in the battery compariment, and insert
the battery.

@ To replace the battery door, align the grooves on
the battery door with the grooves on the back cov-
ar.

@ Slide the battery door lock toward the bottem of
tha pager to lock the battery door.
